50-METER INDOOR POOL WITH 10 LANES (THE COMPETITION WILL BE HELD IN AN 8-LANE FORMAT).
FULLY ELECTRONIC TIMING SYSTEM. THE COMPETITION POOL DEPTH RANGES FROM 1.2 M TO 1.85 M,
WITH A WATER TEMPERATURE OF 27°C.
A FOUR-LANE WARM-UP POOL WITH A DEPTH RANGING FROM 0.7 M TO 0.9 M.

ALL SWIMMERS MAY PARTICIPATE REGARDLESS OF AGE.
THE NUMBER OF STARTS PER COMPETITOR IS NOT LIMITED.
THE ORGANIZER RESERVES THE RIGHT TO LIMIT THE NUMBER OF PARTICIPANTS
IF IT EXCEEDS 350 PEOPLE (PRIORITY WILL BE GIVEN TO SWIMMERS WITH HIGHER WA POINTS).

1 � INVOICES WILL BE ISSUED TO CLUBS BASED ON THE PUBLISHED START PROTOCOL.

Heats will be formed based on the preliminary entry 
times, with the slower heats swimming first. A and B 
finals will be held for the 50m and 100m distances. Only 
an A final will be held for the 200m distances. For the 
400m, 800m, and 1500m distances, the fastest heats 
based on the preliminary entry times will be swum in the 
evening session.

If an athlete withdraws from a final swim, the coach, ath-
lete, or team representative must inform the secretariat 
no later than 30 minutes after the end of the respective 
preliminary heat.

If an athlete fails to appear at the final start, a penalty fee 
of €30 will apply.

The 50m freestyle final will be conducted in the SKINS 
format: all 8 swimmers start in one heat, after which the 
4 slowest are eliminated, and the 4 fastest compete 
again. Then the 2 slowest are eliminated, and the remain-
ing 2 swimmers compete in the third round to determine 
the winner.  The interval between starts is 4 minutes; 
during this time, swimmers may swim or walk back to 
the starting end. Swimmers must be out of the water 30 
seconds before the next start. Timer will be displayed on 
the scoreboard for everyone to see.

AWARD CEREMONY
The top three swimmers in each event will be awarded 
medals and prizes immediately after the event. Awards 
will be given only in the overall (absolute) category.

By combining the results of the three best events accord-
ing to World Aquatics Points, cash prizes will be awarded 
to the top three men and women as follows:

1st place – €650
2nd place – €400
3rd place – €200

Special prizes will be given only during the award cere-
mony, which will take place immediately after the end of 
the competition on February 16.

The winners and runners-up of the 50m freestyle SKINS 
event will receive special prizes from the event sponsor.

A protest must be submitted no later than 30 min-
utes after the end of the event using the organizer’s 
official form.

The protest fee is €50, which will be refunded if the 
protest is upheld.
